My dearest children, may Jesus
watch over my daughters and sons
for me!



During these days, ever since I left
Rome, I have been thanking God
especially for the marvel of the
Communion of Saints. With the
certainty given by faith, we know
that we are even closer to one
another than if we were physically in
the same place.

When I arrive at a place, it seems as
if those of us who are there have
always been together. And the same
happens on leaving somewhere: the
goodbyes simply produce another
way of being together.

In these difficult times too, we find
strength in this reality, which unites
us so closely and which is the result
of our personal union with Jesus
Christ.
